Note- 1. Significant Accounting Policies
1} Basis of Accounting

The financial statements of the Company have been prepared in accordance with the
Generally Accepted Accounting principles in India to comply with the Accounting
Standards specitied under Section 133 of the Companies Act, 2013 read with Rule 7 of
the Companies (Accounts) Rules. 2014 and the relevant provisions of the Companics
Act, 2013 as applicable. The financial statements have been prepared on accrual basis
under the historical cost convention. The accounting policies adopted in the
preparation of the financial statements are consistent with those followed in the
previous year,

2) Use of estimates

The preparation of financial statements requires the Management of the Company to
make estimates and assumptions that affect the reported balance of assets and
liabilities, revenue and expenses and disclosures relating to contingent liabilities. The
Management believes that the estimates used in preparation of financial statements are
prudent and reasonable. Future results may differ from these estimates. Any revision
to the accounting estimates or difference between the estimates and the actual results
are recognised in the periods in which the results are known/materialise or the
estimates are revised.

3) Cash and cash equivalents

Cash comprises cash on hand and demand deposits with banks. Cash equivalents
highly liquid funds and are readily convertible into known amounts of cash and which
are subject to insignificant risk of changes in value.

4y Cash flow statement

Cash flows are reported using the indirect method, whereby profit/(loss) before
extraordinary items and tax is adjusted for the effects of transactions of non-cash
nature and any deferrals or accruals of past or future cash receipts or payments. The
cash flows from operating, investing and financing activities of the Company are
segregated based on the available information.

5} Revenue recognition

All Income and Expenses are accounted on mercantile basis. Receipts on account of
Professional fees are recognized at the point of raising the invoice to the customers
and are exclusive of service tax where applicable. Income from bank deposits is
recognized on an accrual basis.

0) Other Income

Interest income is recognized using time proportion method. Dividend income is
accounted for when the right to receive it is established.

7) Provisions and contingent liabilities

Provisions involving substantial degree of estimation in measurement are recognized
when there is a permanent obligation as a result of past events and it is probable that
there will be an outflow of resources. Contingent liabilities are not recognized but are
disclosed in the notes.

8) Earnings per share

Basic earnings per share is computed by dividing the profit/(loss) after tax by the
weighted average number of equity shares outstanding during the year.

9) Taxes on income

Provision for current tax for the period is based on taxable income computed in
accordance with the provisions of the Income-tax Act, 1961.

Deferred tax is recognized. subject to the consideration of prudence, on timing
differences between taxable income and accounting income and is measured using the
tax rates and tax laws that have been enacted or substantively enacted by the Balance
Sheet date.

Deferred tax assets on unabsorbed depreciation and carry forward of losses are not
recognized unjess there is virtual certainty that there will be sufficient future taxable
income available to realize such assets.
